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DIEGUENO AND GABRIELINO

Water Babies ~ Kwin mari came from blind or unborn human babies
and cries like frightened human infants. Known to the Diegueno, they are
related to Water Woman known to the Gabrielino. She is also called Pabavit,

Paavavut and First Woman.

Chaup - A Diegueno boy hero, Ho-mar, Cuyahomarr, Takwich or Shee-wee'-w,
left earth to beccme a thundering, bluish fireball/ball lightning/meteor
also known as Whiwiu. He can appear as a big, flaming fish or.a small boy -
dressed in breechcloth and with a feather in his hair.

The Gabrielino call him Takwis, a nocturnal man- eater connected with ball
lightning, meteors and thunder. Known in various guises to the Cahullla,
Serrano, Tubatulabal, Yokut, Paiute, Pueblo and Luiseno.

Habitat: The boy hero, along with brother, created man and pushed

up the sky. Now Chaup lives with his grandmother in the San

Bernardino Mountains east of San Diego but he ranges south to

Mexico, east to Arizona and north to Los Angeles. The Gabrielino Takwis died
but later revived as a spirit and now lives on Mount San Jacinto or on Lily
Peak of the San Gabriel Range east of San Diego. Tahquitz Peak, which looms
over Palm Springs, is named after him.

Kwin mari dwell in springs in the Cuyamaca Mountains but the race ranges
throughout most of the west. Water Woman lives in and under springs around
the Los Angeles area south to San Clemente.

Magic: Whenever a Diegueno approaches Takwich's cave, a wind storm obscures
the entrance with dust. Reciting Takwich's legend was thought to bring rain
within 24 hours. Small children captured by him were ground up by his
grandmother who then ate their spirits.

Contacts: Women avoid kwin-mari as they are thought to blind

babies, even those yet to be born. If Chaup cast a man's shadow

while flying overhead, that man will soon die. He carried away -

the spirits of people and so caused their death. Diegueno hollered when they
saw him in order to drive him away.

Shamans may obtain power from Water Woman through dreams or visions induced
by eating datura, also known as jimsonweed. Obsidian blades, shaman boards,
rattles, certain dried skins and sparkling cor rare minerals probably helped
concentrate such power in a particular area.

Current Status: The water babies are now rare.
